2) Plan: Luke 14:28 - Suppose one of you wants to build a tower. Will he not first sit down and estimate the cost to see if he has enough money to complete it? For if he lays the foundation and is not able to finish it, everyone who sees it will ridicule him

3) Give: 1st Corinthians 9:7 - God loves a cheerful giver
4) Pay for necessities: 1st Timothy 5:8 - If anyone does not provide for his relatives, and especially for his immediate family, he has denied the faith and is worse than an unbeliever

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n of the money you have earned. Don't wait until I get there and then try to collect it all at once
6) Pay for wants: Romans 13:7 - Give everyone what you owe him: If you owe taxes, pay taxes; if revenue, then revenue; if respect, then respect; if honor, then honor
7) Pay off all debt (except mortgage): Proverbs 22:7 - The rich rule over the poor, and the borrower is servant to the lender

8) Save 3-6 months of expenses, 9) Save for short-term purchases (repairs, vacations, etc..), and 10) Invest wisely: Ecclesiastes 11:2 - Give portions to seven, yes to eight, for you do not know what disaster may come upon the land 

11) Pay off the house and 12) Build Wealth: Proverbs 13:22 - A good man leaves an inheritance to his children's children
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
